A courtesy copy of the Praecipe and Scheduling Order shall be submitted to the Chambers of the Honorable Robert O. Baldi and to the Office of the Court Administrator, Calendar.  

Upon filing of the Praecipe, a Pre-Trial Conference will be scheduled with a judge for consideration of, inter alia, a date certain trial listing.  A trial date will be assigned by order of Court following the Pre-Trial Conference.
