Project Background

In July 2008, Doylestown Borough Council passed four ordi-

= nances that permitted the Bucks County Justice Center project
" to move forward. Final plan approval for phase one, building the
g new parking garage was granted at that meeting. The next two
£ phases will include demolition of the existing parking garage,
and finally, construction of the Justice Center on the site of the
existing garage. In November 2008, by a 2-1 vote (with Com-
missioners Charles H. Martin and Jim Cawley voting affirma-
tively, and Diane M. Ellis-Marseglia casting a nay vote), the
Bucks County Commissioners approved a $6.57 million contract with design firm Hellmuth, Obata & Kassabaum (HOK) to provide
architectural services for the new Justice Center. The architectural contract represented a savings of approximately $5.5 million
from a March 2008 proposed contract. Commissioner Chairman Charley Martin said about the contract, “The desire was to con-
tinue, but not at any cost.”

The new garage (seen above) will feature 1,200 spaces, three elevator towers, three entrances, and a planned security office.
The county has kept its commitment to partnering with the borough to ensure an aesthetically pleasing yet functional design.

Ground was broken in December on the garage site, with construction soon to follow. According to Mayor Libby White who joined
county and borough officials on the frigid December morning, “It's the 21st century, and we need a 21st-century courthouse.”
Bucks County’s Director of Operations Jerry Anderson has met with homeowners and local businesses to discuss construction.
